
 

“Industry Examen” Practice 

Read: This is an Industry Examen, a spiritual practice designed to recognize God in our work and industries. We go around, 

each in turn, responding to the questions prompted by the facilitator. The goals are honesty, reflection, and discernment. 

We try to find quiet, uninterrupted places to meet, and you are welcome to eat during this time. We lay out some common 

ground rules that facilitate maximum benefit for all participants. First of all, no cross talk please. Cross talk is interrupting, 

fixing, or offering unsolicited advice during a share. We refrain from saying anything until the person sharing is done. Upon 

closing a share, we simply reply with the spiritual discipline of gratitude. “Thanks” or “thank you for sharing” suffices. You 

may also take a “pass” if you do not wish to share after a particular question. Please keep in mind the number of people 

present and limit your shares to the time limit prescribed by the facilitator, as each goes in turn in the order determined 

by the facilitator. 

 

Facilitate the following questions and go around in order: 

1. Reflecting back on my workday, what do I need to notice? What do I need to see? Clarity is a gift and should be 

sought after. (ASK GOD FOR LIGHT) 

2. Did I experience any strong emotions at work today, e.g., fear, resentment, shame, or joy, fulfillment, purpose? 

(REVIEW THE WORKDAY) 

3. What am I grateful for today? (DISCERNMENT OF GRACES AT WORK) 

4. The seven deadly sins are: pride, greed, lust, envy, gluttony, wrath and sloth. What sin is my work susceptible to? 

(DESOLATIONS LEADING AWAY FROM GOD) 

5. Am I hiding anything that for danger to my soul needs to get out into the open as soon as possible? (DESOLATIONS 

LEADING AWAY FROM GOD) 

6. Is the Spirit prompting me to make any amends? Changes? Attitude adjustments? What are they? (CONSOLATIONS 

LEADING TOWARDS GOD) 

7. What new possibilities do I now see? What new vistas? Inspirations? Innovations? (CONSOLATIONS LEADING 

TOWARDS GOD) 

 

Close with a prayer selected from our Fellows’ Breviary:

AA THIRD STEP PRAYER 
God I offer myself to Thee, 

to build with me and to do with me as Thou wilt. 
Relieve me of the bondage of self that I may better do Thy will. 

Take away my difficulties, that victory over them may bear witness 
to those I would help of Thy Power, Thy love & Thy way of life.
